
 

 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 

The book of Isaiah often feels like “stream 
of consciousness”, shifting from judgement to 
lament, to hope and praise.  God, prophet, people 
speak over each other.  Imagery changes from 
cosmic to human, metaphors and symbolism 
strewn through text.  Here the Prophet laments his 
life as a waste, but God promises he will be a light 
that reaches to the ends of the earth.  Might God 
be at work in your daily life, even if you can’t see 
it?  

Paul writes to the Corinthians, a fragile and 
divided church, lauding them for their spiritual 
gifts, praying they might be blameless (which they 
are not if you read on), and reminding them of 
God’s faithfulness.   Do you pray to be blameless? 
Or for strength?  What spiritual gifts do you lack 
that you might pray for? 

In the Gospel reading John recognises 
Jesus as the one on whom the Holy Spirit of God 
rested, and calls him the ‘Lamb of God’; the 
description of the innocent suffering servant 
mentioned in Isaiah.   Knowledge of God is always 
personal and experiential: who might you invite to 
“come and see” to meet Jesus today?
