-  The 
disciples didn’t understand, even after seeing the empty 
tomb. How do you deal with mystery or uncertainty in 
your life?  -  Jesus sends Mary to tell the others:  What 
hope have you experienced that you can share with 
others?  -    Mary responds to Jesus with recognition and 
devotion. How do you respond to God in moments of 
revelation?  -   Jesus says, “Do not hold on to me…” Are 
there good things in your life you’re being asked to let 
go of?   -  Mary announces, “I have seen the Lord!”  -   
What would your version of “I have seen the Lord” be?  
-  This moment is deeply personal before it becomes 
communal: What is your personal story with God 
before you share it with others?
